March and April were busy
months for the Troop, as we worked on
two badges; First Aid and Fire Safety.
We had a day out during the holiday
and had a weekend camp the same |
weekend as Renewal of Promise.

We spent two weeks on each
badge starting with First Aid. This is a
staged badge which we can take to stage three in
the hall. The younger Scouts covered stage one
and two while the older ones worked on stage
three. The Scouts that already had Stage 3 helped
the Leaders with the badge work. The stages
cover basic first aid - dealing with minor injuries
like a cut finger to more serious conditions like
major blood loss and managing multiple injuries.

Visit to London:

During the Easter holiday, the Troop went to
visit HMS Belfast and Tower Bridge.

This was a great day out for the Troop and
although the Belfast looks quite small from the
outside it was quite large onboard. Although you
could not get lost, it was easy to forget where you
were on the ship. There were lots of rooms to see,
the engine room and the infirmary were an
education for me, whilst some of the Scouts
preferred the Brig.

As Gary contacted the Belfast before our
visit we were able to have lunch on board in an

area set aside for us and, after a bit of persuasion,
the Scouts left it as clean as they found it. After
lunch we carried on with our tour of the ship,
working our way up to the top deck and bridge.

After the Belfast visit, we headed over to
Tower Bridge for look around there. That tour
started off with a lift ride up to the walk ways high
above the road. We watched a short video on how
the bridge was built and learned that the walkways
